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Abstract:

The study aimed to investigate the relationship between the
superstitions beliefs and big five factor personality (Neuroticism,
Extraversion, openness to experience; agreeableness and
Conscientiousness) among university students sample (N= 100)
including males, females and Science, Humanistic majors. By
using self-reports scales, the results indicate to: There is a
relationship between neuroticism, openness to experience and
superstitions beliefs but there are no relationships between
Extraversion, agreeableness, Conscientiousness and superstitions
belief. The result also showed that a difference between males and
females in superstitions beliefs and a differences between scientific
and humanistic majors in superstitions beliefs.
